To transition to the Eastern University College of Arts and Sciences BSW program at Esperanza College, please 
complete the following application and return it to the address at the bottom of the application. Applications 
are due  in the fall prior to your expected start in the Eastern University College of Arts and Sciences BSW at 
Esperanza College  program. Students can enter the program in the fall semester only.

Additionally, application must be made to the Social Work Department by November 30. This application may 
be obtained by contacting Dr. Sandra Bauer in the Department of Social Work in Eastern’s College of Arts and 
Sciences at sbauer@eastern.edu. Once the application is complete, an admissions interview will be scheduled.

After submitting these documents, students can use their Eastern user-name and passwords to access their 
e-mail account, as well as view their my.eastern.edu page.

Class Registration

Class registration will be completed when all Esperanza Transition students register for classes, regardless of 
their intended program of study. BSW at Esperanza College students will be provided with a four (4) semester 
course sequence to be completed in the BSW at Esperanza College.

Costs and Fees

Students are required to pay Eastern’s College of Arts and Sciences tuition rates. Additionally, students are 
eligible to take advantage of scholarships and other financial aid opportunities available to CAS students. 
Admission into the BSW at Esperanza College program will guarantee the applicant at least an $8000 
scholarship. Applicants should also file the FAFSA as quickly as possible after January 1 of the spring semester 
preceding their enrollment. Students must file by May 1 in order to qualify for any PA state assistance. More 
information on financial aid can be found at www.eastern.edu/afford_EU.

All students in the program will be classified as Commuter Students, and will not be charged housing or meal 
plan fees.

Student bills will be accessible through their my.eastern.edu page at least one month prior to the start of the 
semester. All bills must be paid in full prior to the start of the program. Payment plans are available.

Health Insurance

All Eastern students are required to have health insurance during their time at Eastern. Students are required to 
purchase coverage through Eastern’s health insurance plan, and this cost will be automatically added to your 
bill.
