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NEW ARTICLE INTER -LI BRARY LOAN SYSTEM

Rapid ILL is one of several new online services available at Warner Library in 

2009.  This addition enables quick turnaround for journal article requests 

among the many academic libraries using the Rapid resource sharing system. 

To access this service, select the Interlibrary Loan  link found in ñOur Servicesò 

on the library web page.  Option #2 connects to the data entry screen where the 

required information is entered.  Rapid ILL requires the journal ISSN for the 

search to be processed.  If the ISSN does not show on your citation, there is a 

link on the web page to the Ulrichôs Database where you can retrieve it.  Once 

the request is submitted, your article will be emailed to your Eastern account in 

approximately 48 hours .  Be sure that your mailbox has adequate space since 

PDF files are generally very large.  In the unlikely event that the article is not 

available at any of the Rapid Member libraries, the request will have to be sub-

mitted via standard ILL which requires approximately 10 business days.  

Weôre excited to offer this service to the Academic community for your research 

needs and we would value your feedback after trying it out.

Part  1 - Series on Information Literacy for Eastern University students

 The explosive growth of the Internet combined with annual quadrupling 

of information will define and drive the first decades of the 21st Century.  The 

Internet permeates every aspect of our lives and every profession and business.  

It has created a new frontier of immense opportunity as well as great risk.  We 

are no longer in the dawn of the information age, but in a full -blown Information 

Society and Information Economy.  The best and worst minds as well as most 

and least reputable organizations and business are now accessible to anyone who 

goes onto the Internet. 

 Most undergraduate students coming to Eastern University have never 

known a world without a computer ï i.e. the Internet.  

 When our students graduate, they will have developed a well honed but 

finite set of information technology skills; knowing how to use word processing 

programs, PowerPoint, and media technology, communicating via e-mail, Twit-

ter, blogging, Facebook, and how to navigate the Internet.  What they may not 

learn is how to use effectively the overwhelming amount of information now 

available to them online. They may know how to probe into the ócrustô of the 

Internet, but may only find "unqualified or really questionable sources."  They 

most likely still wonôt have any idea how sort through "the garbage" they find.  

Networked information and the Internet have fundamentally changed how infor-

mation is found and used by University students.  Research experts, like librari-

ans are now easily by-passed, leaving the full responsibility of making quality 

information choices with the individual student.  

 Information literacy, a concept librarians and educators developed over 

the last decade, refers to a set of competencies students need to be effective in-

formation consumers and creators in the information society.  These information 

literacy competencies include: 

Understanding the structure of information and knowledge  

Creating and executing strategies for finding needed information  

Analyzing and evaluating the information  

Synthesizing and integrating information so it can be used to complete an 

assignment or solve a problem.  

These competencies are essential to becoming a master student as well as to 

working and living successfully in an information society. They are the very skills 

needed for life-long learning.  

 How can you develop your students to become masters of your genre?

Libraryôs librarians.
