Warner Memorial Library is excited to offer faculty an easier way 

to stay current with the latest research in their field.  The RSS 

Journal and Search Alert Service  provides you with up-to-date 

publication information and delivers it directly to your email in-

box. 

What it offers  

It saves you time by limiting your searches for newly published ar-

ticles and journal issues.  The service also simplifies and manages 

your sources for information.  Finally, it automatically notifies you 

when new information in your research field is published.  

How it works  

The service uses RSS feeds, which are files that disseminate real-

time information through a special URL (Internet) subscription 

address.  In other words, when new content is uploaded to a web-

site, a notification is sent out to any individual who subscribes to 

that special URL address. 

We take your frequently read journals (electronic version) and 

your commonly searched for topics and combine them into two 

RSS feeds. Next we use an email address of your choice and sub-

scribe you to these two feeds.  Shortly after you are subscribed to 

the feeds you will begin receiving email notifications when new 

information about your interests is posted (for example, when a 

new journal issue is available). The email contains only  hyperlinks, 

not the actual articles. This means it hardly takes up any space in 

your email account.

That doesnôt seem like a 

big story.  But as a paradigm of where the information and 

library world is going, it says a great deal.   

In our basement are backfiles of periodicals in microfiche. 

We still have walls of paper indexes. Most of these cannot 

be discarded right now because they are not onlineðand 

will only come online slowly because of copyright rules. But 

everything current is moving online. This is true of our  

periodical collection.  We now hold a mere 514 periodical 

titles physically in the library; while our online periodicals 

now total 43,457.  Though many of us, including myself, 

enjoy the physical touch and sight of a book or journal,  

virtual access will increasingly be the preferred, and as in 

the case of the newspaper cited above, the only  means of 

access.   

Change is here. Letôs get used to it.
