Elaine Fuguet, eight nursing 

students and one Nurse 

Practitioner served on a one-

week trip to the campus of 

Mission of Hope, which lies about 

15 miles north of Port-au-Prince, 

Haiti. While there, they served by 

traveling to two different remote 

village locations, for two days of 

clinic in each location, as part of 

the mobile medical care initiative 

to care for the underserved.   

The group used Haitian 

translators to interview and 

assess the patients, determine 

their primary healthcare need, 

and enter data into the 

electronic medical record 

system, before they were seen 

by a medical provider, given 

medication, as needed, and 

then prayed over.   

400 patients received care 

over the four days of clinic.  

The students encountered 

many health needs which are 

quite different from those 

encountered in the United 

States. The students gained 

confidence in their nursing 

abilities, and learned about 

health in an entirely  different
